	9. Please give details of any distinctive features of your intended summer school provision, e.g., progression to HE from 14-19 diplomas; the strategic importance of science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) subjects; progression to HE for learners with vocational qualifications; the range of vocational programmes available in HE.

Four of the year10/11 summer schools have components of STEM.
 In the Art and design SS ( to design for an outside space) although a generic summer school with a subject specialism, students will use a range of technology to help them design and create their outdoor space such as Computer Aided Design and digital photography. 
The Equine and Animal Science summer school will raise awareness of science and technology issues affecting animal industries. Students will also learn about the diverse employment and education opportunities within the industries
 “Virtually a Student” summer school, suitable for students who enjoy IT , Electronics and Maths, will explore what it is like to be a student studying Computer Science, Computer Networks or Electronics. Students will try practical work in the laboratories building and testing some electronics, programming computers and mobile robots, and capturing and editing video and audio using our studio. In the networking laboratory students will get a chance to install Linux, an alternative to the Microsoft Windows operating system, and will find out how to get the network software working to provide Internet access.  

The Field Academy is based outside for two of the three days and through archaeology allows students to work in teams, use scientific techniques and develop soft skills. The third day is spent at a Cambridge college. This is a generic summer school which promotes pre- and post-16 curriculum and HE subjects including STEM subjects by enabling students to develop and apply skills from sciences, humanities, maths and technology by completing a complex and rigorous scientific data-gathering project by using technical manuals, measuring, sampling, surveying, map-making, scale-planning, data-processing etc.  HEFA’s range of working and learning styles (practical, visual, tactile, spatial, written, analytical, kinetic and hypothetico-deductive) enables those with a range of learning-style preferences to benefit from the summer school.  At the end of the Summer school the students will have completed a university level scheme of work. By combining curriculum and workplace skills, HEFA summer schools reflect the aims of the 14-19 Diploma, providing an opportunity for learners to develop, enhance and apply this wide range of skills and highlighting the scope for progression to HE from 14-19 Diplomas.
All post compulsory education summer schools are vocationally based. Two of them are based in FECs that offer substantive amounts of HE . Students will learn that progression needn’t only be to an Honours degree but that there are other pathways such as Foundation degrees and part time study, and that a University is not the only place to study. These vocationally based summer schools will be appropriate for students studying BTEC Nationals for example as well as students taking the A level route. The construction Summer school promotes STEM subjects and aims to attract both male and female students.
Students on these post 16 SS will learn about the variety of  career paths open to them in the subject base of the Summer School.

	13. Please give details of how you intend to target, promote and recruit to this summer school.

Summer School learners will be targeted from Aimhigher cohorts, those from low socioeconomic groups and from disadvantaged backgrounds, who live in areas of relative deprivation where participation to HE is low and have the capacity to progress to HE. Students with disabilities will also be targeted as will those in care although it is hoped through the matched funding bid there will also be a specialist summer school to cater for those from each of these two cohorts of students.
Summer school brochures will be distributed via the Central Office to all Aimhigher schools and will be promoted to Aimhigher school co-ordinators via local Aimhigher partnership meetings; WPOs from HEIs will also promote individual / specific literature on the summer schools they will run.
Recruitment will be through a central point. Schools will be allowed a set number of places in the first instance and students can indicate a second and third choice of summer school.

Discussion amongst all participating Institutions ensured that the overall provision planned for Essex (assuming that the Aimhigher plan is accepted and the matched funded bids are accepted) offered a choice of subject matter, year groups and residential/non-residential Summer Schools. 

The publicity for the Essex Area will be co-ordinated centrally so schools, colleges and other interested parties ( e.g. connexions PAs) receive one publication only. Application, parental consent and evaluation forms will be a common format and applications will be routed via the Area central office, where those for matched funded Summer Schools can be redirected to the relevant HEI.
